The tour price is based on a minimum of 6 participants. It includes 13 nights of hotel accommodations, all 
meals, domestic transportation, transfers, admission fees, and the services of a local bilingual guide. It does 
not include international airfare, visa on arrival (currently $135), airport departure tax (currently $25), 
beverages, expenses of a personal nature and tips to local guides. 
 
A deposit of $500 is required to register and secure a place on the Wonders of Bolivia tour. The deposit is 
fully refundable if notice is given 60 days prior to departure. The balance of the tour cost is due 60 days 
prior to departure. 
 

Passport & Visa Requirements 
 
A passport with 6 months validity and a visa are required for U.S. citizens to enter Bolivia. The visa can be 
obtained upon arrival.

Day 1: Tuesday, July 24:   Miami  Ÿ  La Paz 
Depart on AA Flight 922 at 11:10 p.m. and arrive next morning. 
 
Day 2: Wednesday, July 25  La Paz 
The enchantment begins with our arrival in La Paz. The highway sweeps into 
town in graceful curves as we descend into Boliviaôs largest city. There is an 
intriguing sense of duality here, of worlds overlapping. Modern buildings 
juxtapose adobe houses, and Aymara women in bowler hats stand in sharp 
contrast to women in mini skirts. Morning at leisure, afternoon city tour.

Day 3: Thursday, July 26  La Paz  
Continue city tour of San Francisco 
Church, Plaza Murillo, Calle Jaén 
and Valle de la Luna. Weôll also 
explore the colorful markets that range from tiny sidewalk stalls to 
the handicraft and witchcraft markets of Sagárnaga Street. You 
wonôt resist purchasing some of the 
fine textiles, alpaca sweaters, 
musical instruments and silver 
objects.  Hotel: 5 star 

 
 
Day 4: Friday, July 27  La Paz (Tijuanaco) 
This morning we traverse the altiplano to Tiahuanaco, the greatest monument 
to a lost civilization, and the seat of untold mystery. The Tijuanaco culture 
reigned for some 2,800 years. Hallmarks of their highly advanced society 
included sophisticated agriculture & roads, gilded ornamentation, engraved 
sandstone slabs and still-undeciphered hieroglyphics.  Hotel: 5 star 
 

Day 5: Saturday, July 28  La Paz  
The annual Entrada Universitaria takes place today. 
This spectacular folkloric festival is a rare 
opportunity to experience Boliviaôs rich cultural 
heritage, colorful, energetic dances, and authentic  
costumes. (Note: The Entrada is subject to change or  
cancellation, so while there is a high probability,  
there is no guarantee that it will take place.)  Hotel: 5 star 

 

 



Day 6: Sunday, July 29  La Paz Ÿ Lake Titicaca 
Today we drive to Lake Titicaca, the worldôs highest navigable 
lake, which the Inca considered to be the birthplace of their 
civilization. Our private boat will take us to Isla del Sol and the 
Inca ruins of the Pilko Kaina Palace. Feast your eyes and 
stomach with a traditional Bolivian lunch and breathtaking views 
of Lake Titicaca. Hotel: 3 star (best available) 
 
Day 7: Monday, July 30  Lake Titicaca Ÿ Oruru 
We begin our journey to the Salt Flats and stop for the night in 
Oruro.  Hotel: 3 star 
 
 

Day 8: Tuesday, July 31  Oruro Ÿ Tawa 
Today we arrive to the salt flat, which extends more than 4000 square miles 
and is estimated to contain 10 billion tons of salt. The deposit attests to the 
lake that existed here some 40,000 years ago. Hotel: 2 star (best available) 
 
Day 9: Wednesday, August 1  Tawa 
Todayôs highlight is the island of Inkawasi, a surreal landscape of cacti and 
petrified coral. You must see it to believe it. Hotel: 2 star (best available) 
 
Day 10: Thursday, August 2  Tawa Ÿ Potosí 
At 13,386 feet, Potos² is the worldôs highest city. 
Evidence of bygone days abounds in the ornate 
churches, monuments and architecture of this once 
grand colonial city. Home of the worldôs most 
prolific silver mine, Potos²ôs history is an intriguing 
study in wealth, splendor, tragedy and horror.

Day 11: Friday, August 3 Potosí 
Visit Santa Teresa Carmelite Convent, 
founded in 1625. Haunting and 
ghostlike, it offers a glimpse into the life 
of Bolivian women under Spanish 
colonial rule. Then on to La Casa Real 
de la Moneda, built in the 1700ôs to mint 
colonial coins.  This afternoon we drive 3 
hours to Sucre.  
Hotel: 4 star (best available) 
 

 
 
Day 12: Saturday, August 4  Sucre 
The charming colonial town of Sucre is known as ñThe Athens of America,ò 
because all buildings are whitewashed by government edict. Sucre has always 
served as an important cultural and educational center, and its liberal thinking set 
the stage for the first independence revolution in 1809. Todayôs exploration 
includes sites of historic, religious and cultural importance: San Francisco Church, 
La Recoleta, Casa de la Libertad, the textile museum and San Felipe Neri.  
Hotel: 4 star (best available) 
 
Day 13: Sunday, August 5  Sucre 
The Sunday market at Tarabuco is the best place to experience the Yampara 
culture in all its indigenous splendor. Hotel: 4 star (best available) 
 
Day 14:  Monday, August 6  Sucre Ÿ La Paz  Hotel: 5 star 
 
Day 15: Tuesday, August 7  Early morning departure on AA 922
